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The Crowded Mount Everest
On May 29, 1953, New Zealander Edmund Hillary and Tenzing Norgay, as the first in history, stood on the summit of the world's highest mountain - Mount Everest. This climbing success was preceded by over 50 years of struggles and many unsuccessful attempts to conquer the highest peak in the world.
During those times, organized mountain tourism in the Himalayas was practically impossible. It was difficult to develop forecasts for this area, there were no hotels, guesthouses, and airplanes didn't fly there. The equipment of potential Himalayan climbers significantly differed from what is available today.
However, it can be said that since the first ascent of Mount Everest, the number of climbs to the summit has been steadily increasing.
Currently, in the era of commercial expeditions and advanced equipment, over 600 people reach the summit every year. In 2012, 230 climbers stood on the summit in a single day. It is therefore not surprising that clients of specialized companies, engaged in organizing climbs to Mount Everest, complain about overcrowding on the climbing route.
